Local Rules 
 

1) Code of Conduct (1.2b) - In compliant with Physical Distancing during Covid-19 Pandemic, players are required 
to comply with the following Code of Conduct.  

 
i)  Players are not allowed to remove the flagstick from the hole, except action taken to straighten the flagstick. 

 ii)  Players are not to stand or walk within 2.0 meters of one another at all times 
 iii)  Players are not to share any equipment, 
 iv)  Players are not to touch any player Ⱦ ÏÔÈÅÒ ÐÌÁÙÅÒȭÓ ÅÑÕÉÐÍÅÎÔ, 

v) When the ball is in the bunker, play the ball as it lies, NO free relief is allowed .  As the club SOP, all bunkers 
rakes have been removed, after playing a shot from inside the bunker, please smooth the area using your club 
and / or feet for consideration of other players. 

    

                        Penalty for  Breach: 
¶ First Breach     : Warning by Referee 
¶ Second Breach          : One Stroke Penalty 
¶ Third Breach            : General Penalty 
¶ Fourth Breach or Any Serious Misconduct     : Disqualification. 
 

2)     Modification to the ball Holed (Applicable to Covid -19 Pandemic period only)  
A ball is considered HOLED when it comes to rest on the foam within the circumference of the hole placed inside 
the hole. The ball is not holed if it bounces out after hitting the flagstick and, or the foam. 
 

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF A LOCAL RULES 
Stroke Play: 2 strokes  

3)  OUT OF BOUNDS (Rule 18) 

A ball is out of bounds when it is beyond any fence, white line or row of white stakes defining the boundary edge 
of the course. 

1.1  Right of holes 1, 2, 3, 5, 13 and 18. 
1.2  The Clubhouse. 

 
4)  PENALTY AREA (Rule 17) 
2.1  All penalty areas are defined by red stakes / red lines / red dots. 

 
 2.2  Drop Zones for Penalty Area. Holes 6 and 18. As an additional option for relief under penalty of one stroke. 

The dropping zone is a relief area. A ball must be dropped in and come to rest in the relief area. 
 

1. ABNORMAL COURSE CONDITIONS (Rule 16) 
a. Ground Under Repair  
3.1  Any area encircled by white line or marked as GUR. 
3.2  Flower beds except for those located within the penalty areas. 
3.3  Washed down crevices or eroded base in bunkers.  

      3.4  Edging grooves around the aprons or fringes of putting greens. There is no free relief if the edging groove

b. Immovable Obstructions  
3.5  Buggy path, bridges, drainage sumps, sprinkler heads, water control valves, teeing area signage and drink 

huts. 
3.6  Exposed drainage pipe, wires, steel pipes and bases supporting trees (but not the tree itself) located in the 

general area (fairway) and waste areas except for those situated in the penalty areas.  
 

2. Movable Obstructions ( Rule 15)  
4.1 Distance markers, red stakes, rope stakes and stones in bunkers.  

 
3. SUSPENSION OF PLAY (Rule 5.7) 

5.1 The following signals will be used to suspend and resume play: 
 Immediate Stop  ɀ  One prolonged note of siren and must suspend play immediately.  
    
 
 
Penalty for breach: Disqualification  

 Normal Stop   ɀ  Three consecutive notes of the siren

Play is on shot gun start. All players are required to be seated on the buggies by 7.45am, when 
all buggies shall leave, without WAITING, for the starting locations. Siren shall signal the start. 
Players shall not start before siren has sounded. 

 
6. DISTANCE MEASURING DEVICE 
 
Allowed but not for measuring gradients. 
 
7. CADDIES
